Helping spread the word about Living Waters for the World via your local radio stations is easy as 1, 2, 3!

1.  Call your local radio station, and ask them to please run the Living Waters for the World public service announcement.  If necessary, explain your personal involvement with LWW.  Obtain an email address so that you may send the station instructions (see below).

2. Prepare an email to each radio station, using the sample text below.  Note that the sample text contains links to the audio files the radio station will need.

3.  In the body of the email, specify what you want the tag to state (a tag is the local info at the end of the spot).  For example, “For more information, contact Bardstown Road Presbyterian Church, Louisville.”

The DJ will actually load the audio file, record your tag, place it at the end of the spot, and then resave the audio file for playing on the station.

Sample Email Text:

Thank you for running our PSA about Living Waters for the World, a mission project that brings clean water to communities in need throughout the world.
